Forensic Science Competition 11th and 12th graders from FCA  attended a Forensic Science 
competition at Viterbo University in La Crosse January 12.  Teams 
of students from through out Wisconsin were given a crime sce-
nario with access to state of the art lab equipment and computers in 
an effort to solve the crime.  These students ran DNA samples and 
looked for matches, as well as identified unknown substances.  Stu-
dents analyzed hair, fibers, and finger prints.  They experimented 
with blood spatter to discover which weapon may have been used.  
Students performed mineral identification on soil samples.  They 
watched video of witness testimony. Finally, teams were asked to 
take all of their information and put together a power point presen-
tation explaining their findings.  They were judged on their handling 
and processing of evidence, on their ability to apply the evidence, 
their ability to determine potential motive and relationships between 
suspects and the victim, their ability to identify the victim and cause 
of death, organization, professionalism, and presentation.  The 
event provided students with an interest in criminology and medical 
sciences an opportunity to explore these fields and gain an under-
standing of the wide variety of directions a career in science can 
take them.
